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Abstract: 

This research discusses forms of influence of idolatry on pilgrimage 

(Hajj) of pre-Islamic people, after their apostasy and defection from the 

religion of Ibrahim (Alhaneefeeya) to the idolatries of the ancient nations 

which they had admixed to the pilgrimage of Ibrahim “Peace upon him” 

and they introduced to it that was not from it like, the erection of idols 

around the Kaapa and other places of worship, and they created heresies 

on the acts of Hajj: Ihram, Tawaf (going round Kaapa),… etc, also they 

used and utilized pilgrims by making ideologies like e.g. Homs, Tols and 

Hila, and they imposed upon them things that have economical, political 

and social benefits for the people of Macca. 

The importance of the study and its objectives comes from the problem of 

the research which is represented in the exploration of deviations and 

heresies which they had created in their Hajj, and the explanation of the 

firmness of the relation between Alhaneefeeya and Islam which has 

restored them to it and removed the idolatry from their Hajj. 

The study followed a descriptive, analytical and historical methodology. 

The research has been divided into topics discussing heresies and 

polytheism which had been created by them and has been banished by 

Islam from their Hajj. 

And from the results of this research after this exploration, we can 

understand the legitimate texts and wordings which have discuss Hajj and 

explained its rules and the invisible indications of it.     
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
